Application:

1. expect: how can you apply the picture of Christ nourishing the church through service?

How do you lead yourself and your family to expect his nourishing presence?

2.  pursue: how much do you pursue serving?  or do you wait to be asked? 
a.what is the service I may offer to be part of Christ’s work?  
b.how may I serve others around me to increase their expectation for Christ’s presence?  
c.how may I serve others to make the nourishing of Christ more effective?
d.how can i serve guests to welcome them in Christ’s name?
e.words are very significant -- intentional words
f. prayers are very significant

4.  honor: how can you thank and honor someone who serves?
